Caxixi (Ghana)

Of ancient African origin this basket
rattle is made from dyed reed and
is woven by hand. A disc of dried
gourd closes the basket, which is
filled with seeds or pebbles to
make it into a rattle.

Ju-Ju (Ghana)

Shaking rattles often helps to mesmerise or
whip up the energy of the music. The Ju-ju is
made from dried palm nuts skillfully threaded
with cord and attached to a turned handle.

Co-Co (Ghana)

Harvested and dried in the sun,
this gourd has many uses in
everyday life in Africa. From a
basic cup or bowl to a lovingly
decorated shaker.

Cas-cas (Senegal)

Made from natural seed pods attached to
each other by twisted recycled material.
This clever instrument has two sounds

in one.The player clacks the pods

together, which shakes the
seeds inside.

Calabash Shaker (Senegal)

Decorated in rich African colours this groovy hand shaker
is made from a dried gourd. Sizes vary due to the
nature of this organic crop, regardless of size each

one is uniquely hand painted.

Djembe
(Senegal)

Hand carved from
sustainable wood. Skinned
and tuned by expert
craftsmen, this little drum is
played in the same way as
its big brothers. Use an
open hand to slap the

skin from the

centre outwards.
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
